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STRATEGY: Publishes a strategy as to how they will achieve this
target, with annual reporting, covering scope 1, 2 and 3 emissions
as well as biodiversity impacts, and including or alongside a policy
commitment to divest from fossil fuels. 

GREEN: The college has met this demand fully.

ORANGE: The college is making progress to meet the demand
and this is visible on their website, or they are meeting part of
the demand.

RED: We are unable to see progress on the demand from their
public facing website.
